From plantations and the Antebellum trail, coastal
islands, presidential history, championship golf to
true Southern hospitality, Georgia should be on
your mind.

Atlanta, the capital of Georgia and often known
as the gateway to the Deep South region, is a
dynamic and bustling city offering everything from
mall shopping, attractions for all the family, world-
class museums, fine art galleries and historical
places of interest.

The Antebellum Trail provides an ideal fly drive
experience, starting from Athens, just East of
Atlanta to Macon, 100 miles further south.
Georgia’s Antebellum Trail hosts entrances to house
museums, historic sites with an annual pilgrimage
in the spring to exclusive entrances to private
homes and special events.

With a proud heritage of two presidents and the
birth of the modern South, Georgia’s West and
Central regions are deeply rooted in America’s
history. Charming towns, authentic antiques and
local festivals along scenic byways offer the
warmth of yesteryear in quintessential southern
style, just to the south of the bustling capital city.

The highly distinctive Coastal region, Georgia’s
Golden Isles, offer a delightful contrast, with its
barrier islands, natural resources, eco systems and

an exceptional turtle sanctuary.  Isolated beaches,
tranquil marshes as well as cobblestone streets
await you while low country delicacies such as
soft-shelled crabs and Brunswick stew feature on
menus with the soulful beat of the Gullah-Geechee
song in the background. 

Savannah is one of the most beautiful cities in
America and a ‘must see’ part of any trip to
Georgia’s coastal area. Hip and historic, there are
numerous interesting sites to see, including more
than twenty city squares, (made famous in the film
Forrest Gump), monuments, parks, historic homes,
Churches & Forts as well as the largest National
Historic Landmark District in the USA.
