From the legendary artistry of Elvis Presley,
Dolly Parton, B.B. King and Johnny Cash, to
modern day staples like Justin Timberlake and
Kings of Leon, Tennessee’s music is embedded in
the culture of the world. Whether it is country,
blues, soul, gospel, jazz, Appalachian, rock,
pop or any genre in between, you will find what
moves you in Tennessee. Standing still is not
an option.

With four major cities – Memphis, Nashville,
Knoxville and Chattanooga – quaint, small
towns and thousands of acres of great
outdoors, Tennessee offers something
for everyone.  

Known as the birthplace of rock ‘n’
roll and home of the blues, Memphis
delivered a musical movement and
entertainment legends Elvis Presley,
Sam Cooke, Jerry Lee Lewis, Al Green,
Isaac Hayes and B.B. King. Rap and
hip-hop, funk, alternative, hardcore
punk, and blues and soul abound in
and around downtown’s Beale Street.

A trip to Memphis is not complete without touring
Elvis’s Graceland, the Stax Museum of American
Soul Music, the Smithsonian’s Rock ‘n’ Soul
Museum or the National Civil Rights Museum.

In Nashville, the Grand Ole Opry, CMA Music
Festival, RCA Studio B and Country Music Hall
of Fame and Museum capture the heart and
soul of this great American art form. Nashville
has also become a hub for pop, rock, bluegrass,
jazz, classical, contemporary Christian, blues
and soul music. Artists like Matchbox Twenty,
India Arie, Bon Jovi, Jewel and Keith Urban,
among many others, have come to Music City to
write and record, and artists including Michael
McDonald, Sheryl Crow and Jack White now call
Nashville home. 

Outdoor enthusiasts can find their natural
rhythm across Tennessee’s diverse landscape.

Visitors may camp and hike
through Great Smoky
Mountains National Park,
Cherokee National Forest,
Land Between the Lakes,
and Big South Fork, while
adventurers can kayak
through the rapids of the
Ocoee River or hang-glide
off Lookout Mountain in
Chattanooga. 

No other place can claim to be the capital

of American music like Tennessee. From the

Beale Street Blues of Memphis, to Nashville’s

Grand Ole Opry and Bristol’s historic “Bristol

Sessions”, Tennessee’s musical heritage is

internationally renowned.
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Great Smoky Mountains National Park is world
renowned for the diversity of its plant and animal
life, the beauty of its ancient mountains, and the
preservation of its Southern Appalachian
mountain culture. Great Smoky Mountains
National Park is America’s most visited national
park and celebrated its 75th anniversary in 2009.
The park’s gateway communities of Gatlinburg,
Pigeon Forge and Sevierville are favourite vacation
spots, providing some of Tennessee’s most popular
shopping venues, theatrical entertainment and
the Dollywood theme park and Dixie Stampede. 

Tennessee’s historic tone is marked with more
than 700 monuments, battlefields and other
impressions of America’s past. The Jack Daniel
Distillery in Lynchburg is the oldest registered
distillery in the U.S. The homes of U.S.
Presidents Andrew Jackson, James K. Polk and
Andrew Johnson are all in Tennessee. The state’s
Civil War battlefields include Shiloh, Stones
River, Franklin and Chickamauga. Northeast
Tennessee, known as “America’s First Frontier,”
is home to Davy Crockett and Tennessee’s oldest
city, Jonesborough.

From the high-energy urban centres, to the
unique small towns, to the expansive outdoors,
Tennessee’s three grand regions offer distinct
opportunities that are all uniquely Southern and
exclusively Tennessee. 
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
